Read and understand the general information about the Republic of Uzbekistan (while reading pay attention to the underlined words). 
Location and geography 
The Republic of Uzbekistan the ‘land of the Uzbeks' lies in the heart of Asia, between the two major rivers of Central Asia, the Syr Darya (Jaxartes) and the Amu Darya (Oxus), in the territory known since ancient times as Bactria, Maverannahr (the land beyond the river), and later on as Turkestan. Uzbekistan forms the very centre of ex-Soviet Central Asia, for it alone borders on each of the new republics - Kazakhstan to the north, Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan to the east and southeast, Turkmenistan to the southwest, as well as Afghanistan to the south.  
Administratively the republic consists of the republic of Karakalpakistan (Capital - Nukus town territory - 166, 59 thousand sq.km. Population - 1551, 9 thousand people) and 12 regions (Andijan, Bukhara, Jizzakh, Kashkadarya, Navoi, Namangan, Samarkand, Surkhandarya, Sirdarya, Tashkent, Ferghana, Khorezm). 
Uzbekistan's blend of desert, steppe, oases and river valleys places it at the heart of the complex interaction of nomadic culture and oasis settlement that patterns the history of Central Asia. Most of the territory of Uzbekistan is occupied by plains (near four fifth of the territory). One of the main is the Turanian plain (lowland). 
There is one of the largest deserts of the world - the Kizilkum desert on the north of central part of the territory of Uzbekistan. In the east and northeast of the country are situated spurs of Tien - Shan and the Pamirs, here is the highest spot of the country (4 643 m).

Climate 
Uzbekistan is a dry country aptly termed ‘the sunny republic', as every year brings over 300 days of sunshine and 300 millimeters (12 inches) of rainfall. The climate is classified as continental, with hot summers and cool winters. Summer temperatures often surpass 40 degrees above zero; winter temperatures average about minus 8 degrees, but may fall as low as low as minus 30. 
History 
Rich archaeological remains in the area preserve an intriguing mix of Hellenistic, Buddhist and Scythian influences in the laconic desert castles of Khorezm and Bactria and trace a development to the rich Sogdian palaces and wall paintings of Varakhsha and Afrosiyab. But it was the arrival of Islam in the eighth century and its alien synthesis of styles that transformed the face of Central Asia as much as its
soul. The most powerful Kushan Empire and the kingdom of Seleucids, the Parthian Kingdom and the kingdom of Kwarazm, the state of Samanids and Tamerlane, the Bukhara Emirate, Khiva and Kokand Khanates once flourished in this region. The cities of Samarkand and Bukhara served as major centers of trade and enlightenment on the crossroads of the Great Silk Road linking the civilizations of the East and the West. The route took its name from silk, the commodity most in demand in Europe from China during the Roman period. 

Economy 
In addition to beautiful landscapes and great history, Uzbekistan is also the world's fourth - largest cotton nation, world's seventh – largest gold producer and harbors significant reserves of oil and natural gas, as well as uranium, silver, copper, zinc, coal and lead. Other mainstays of Uzbek economy include fruit and vegetables, animal husbandry and textiles, but it is the republic's mineral wealth that most excites foreign investors.

The political system 
The political system of Uzbekistan is based on its Constitution in accordance to which the highest legislative body is a bicameral parliament Senate and Oliy Madjlis (Supreme Council). The President who heads both the State and the Government is elected for seven years by universal suffrage through direct ballot

Globalization is the movement and integration of goods and people among different countries. There are advantages and disadvantages to globalization, all of which have economic, social, political, and cultural impacts.Globalization is an umbrella term for a complex series of economic, social, technological, cultural and political changes across the globe. It is a process of increasing interdependence and interaction among people, companies, and governments of different nations, driven by international trade and made possible by innovations in information technology.
Some argue that globalization allows poor countries and their citizens the opportunity to raise their standards of living, encourage democracy and embrace multiculturalism. Ocean biodiversity
Both the levels of fish stocks and mammal biodiversity in the world's oceans have been declining in recent years as a result of overfishing and marine pollution. Yet new equipment and a return to more traditional ways of fishing have shown how this trend can be reversed. An example of this can be seen in the south Pacific where tuna fishermen have started to use deep sea nets to trawl the depths of the oceans in order to avoid catching and killing smaller fish. The core climate science from the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC) was written by 152 scientists from more than 30 countries and reviewed by more than 600 experts. It concluded that most of the observed increase in global average temperatures since the mid-20th century is very likely due to the observed increase in man-made greenhouse gas concentrations.

Yes. Temperature and CO2are linked. Studies of polar-ice layers show that in the past, rises in temperature have been followed by an increase in CO2. Family Size Essay
Many countries around the world are becoming richer as they develop and at the same time these countries are seeing a reduction in the size of the family unit. 
One of the principal reasons for smaller family units is birth control/ dysfunctional Family. As a country develops and becomes richer, birth control becomes more readily available. This may be due to a rise in the number of medical clinics or the distribution of free medicine. The result of this is that people can choose separation /family size. Another important factor is the rise in the levels of education that occur as a country develops, which means that women are more educated and more likely to be working. Consequently, many will want to delay having children and so will likely have fewer in the long-term/short term.

Cross-cultural communication
      During the Cold War, the economy of the United States was largely self-contained because the world was polarized into two separate and competing powers: the East and the West. However, changes and advancements in economic relationships, political systems, and technological options began to break down old cultural barriers. Business transformed from individual-country capitalism to global capitalism. Thus, the study of cross-cultural communication was originally found within businesses and government, both seeking to expand globally. Businesses began to offer language training to their employees and programs were developed to train employees to understand how to act when abroad. 
With this also came the development of the Foreign Service Institute, or FSI, through the Foreign Service Act of 1946, where government employees received trainings and prepared for overseas posts.  	In the past decade, there has become an increasing pressure for universities across the world to incorporate intercultural and international understanding and knowledge into the education of their students.  International literacy and cross-cultural understanding have become critical to a country’s cultural, technological, economic, and political health. It has become essential for universities to educate, or more importantly, “transform”, to function effectively and comfortably in a world characterized by close, multi-faceted relationships and permeable borders. Students must possess a certain level of global competence to understand the world they live in and how they fit into this world. This level of global competence starts at ground level- the university and its faculty- with how they generate and transmit cross-cultural knowledge and information to students.

Protecting the World’s culture - the role of museums
For many hundreds of years people have been taking cultural artifacts from foreign countries and keeping them in their own national museums. These objects, which are often items of great value, have been bought, sold, stolen and found for a variety of reasons connected with war, exploration and scientific discovery but the question of ownership s till remains.
The ownership argument has two well defined sides, one of which concerns resources and the other cultural heritage. Those who claim museums have a role to play state that objects can be better protected and conserved by well-funded museums in developed countries than in the countries of origin and that they should be allowed to keep objects obtained from abroad. As archaeologist Irene Havers argues, 'these museums have the finance and the academic expertise to ensure that ancient objects are preserved for future generations.’ In addition, the major world
museums are generally located in capital cities which attract a vast number of tourists. Even if people are not regular museum attendees, tourists w ill often visit famous museums as part of a sight-seeing trip. This enables museums to generate income in order to maintain their collections.
The opposing view argues that it is important for nations to own their cultural heritage and that museums should return foreign artifacts to the country of origin so that their citizens can learn from them. As Dr Philips from Caledonian University notes, "having cultural artifacts in national museums is an excellent way to promote learning about history and national identity.’ He believes that museums have a duty to return objects to their country of origin in order to allow research to be contained within a culture. He argues that ‘foreign researchers may sometimes miss something important because they are studying objects from a culture which they are not part of.’ However, Irene Havers asserts that many objects are so old and important that they should only be handled by experienced experts. As she states, 'the value of these objects is immense and museum experts have a responsibility to ensure their care.’
In conclusion, this argument is likely to continue for some time as it encompasses a range of complex, interconnected issues including tourism, academic research, identity and international relations.

By thinking in terms of “the effect” you can usually determine whether to use affect or effect since “the” will not work in front of a verb. 
To add to the confusion, bear in mind that some people may use “effect” as a verb (for example “Contractors seek to effect a settlement with strikers”) but this usage is slightly archaic and most often used in legal writing.

To / Too / Two 
'To' has two functions. First, it is a preposition and always preceded a noun, hence: 
· • I am going to the shops 
· • This belongs to Mary 

Second, 'to' indicates an infinitive when it preceded a verb, hence 
· • I need to sleep 
· • He wants to go for a walk 

'Too' also has two uses, the first as a synonym for “also” hence: 
· • Can I come too? 
· • I think that’s his bag too 

Second, 'too' means excessively when it preceded an adjective or adverb hence: 
· • I’m too tired to go out 
· • You’re too generous 
'Two' is a number as in one, two, three…

MATERIALS TO UNDERSTAND:
Slang is a particular kind of colloquial language. It refers to words and expressions which are extremely informal. Slang helps to make speech vivid, colourful and interesting but it can easily be used inappropriately. Although slang is mainly used in speech, it is also often found in the popular press.
It can be risky for someone who is not a native speaker to use slang.
Firstly because some slang expressions may cause offence to some sections of the population. For example, most policemen are quite happy to be referred to as coppers but are offended by the term pigs. Similarly, you could probably use the word sozzled (meaning drunk) in front of anyone but using the words, pissed or arseholed, which also mean drunk, could upset some people.
Secondly, slang words date very quickly. Different generations, for instance, have used different slang expressions to say that something was ‘wonderful’.
It can be possible to work out a native speaker’s age from the expressions which they use, as people tend to stick with the slang expressions of their youth.
To sum up, you may find it interesting to learn about slang and you may come across slang expressions (particularly when you are watching films or reading popular newspapers or novels) but you might be well advised to avoid using slang yourself.
Here are some examples of some slang words and expressions which you may come across. The ones which are most likely to cause offence are underlined.
Expressions for money: dough, bread, dosh, loot, brass, spondulicks
Expressions for the police: pigs, fuzz, cop(per)s, bill
Expressions for drunk: pissed, sozzled, paralytic, legless, arseholed
Expressions for a stupid person: wally, prat, nerd, jerk, dickhead, plonker, pillock
Expressions for lavatory: loo, lav, bog, john
Expressions for drink: booze, plonk (wine), a snifter, a snort
Drug-related expressions: a fix, dope, grass, high, stoned, snow (heroin)
Prison-related expressions: nick (prison), nark (informer), screw (warder)

OTHER ENGLISHERS
US or American English (see Unit 93) is not the only special variety of English. Each area of the English-speaking world has developed its own special characteristics. This is usually mainly a matter of vocabulary and pronunciation. This unit just gives you a small taste of some of the different varieties of English by drawing your attention to vocabulary used in various English-speaking regions. All the words covered in this unit would be understood by educated native speakers of British English although they might not choose to use them themselves. They are all words which you may come across in your own reading, listening or viewing.
Australian English is particularly interesting for its rich store of highly colloquial words and expressions. Australian colloquialisms often involve shortening a word. Sometimes the ending 6-ie’ or ‘-o’ is then added, e.g. a smoko (from smoking), is a ‘tea or coffee break’ and a milko delivers the milk; beaut, short for ‘beautiful’ means ‘great’. Because of the current popularity of Australian TV programmes and films, some of these words are now being used by British people too.
Indian English, on the other hand, is characterised by sounding more formal than British English. It has retained in everyday usage words that are found more in the classics of nineteenth century literature than in contemporary TV programmes from London, e.g. The bereaved are condoled and the Prime Minister is felicitated on his or her birthday. An Indian might complain of a pain in his bosom (rather than his chest) and an Indian bandit is referred to as a miscreant.	.
